The Rapid Energy Assistance Program (REAP) offers fuel assistance for income-eligible Vermonters.  Fill out the rapid REAP application at WSD DIGITAL HOUSING - APPLICANT PORTAL | LOGIN (reframeassist.io) and select REAP as the program.  This program helps with fuel arrearages and current bills up to 18 months while funds remain. 

The Vermont Emergency Rental Assistance Program (VERAP) offers rental and utility assistance for income-eligible rental households, for arrearages and current bills --- up to 18 months while funds remain.   Apply here: WSD DIGITAL HOUSING - APPLICANT PORTAL | LOGIN (reframeassist.io) and select VERAP as the program.
